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Attack Engine Function at Fire Scene
I. Purpose:  
The purpose of this guideline is to outline the use of Engine 3113 at the fire scene.  Engine 3113 is the Coal City Fire Protection District first out engine and normally will be designated as the attack engine at the fire scene. 
II. Guideline:  
a. Should be the attack engine at fire scenes with the following considerations:

i. Engine is equipped with:
1. 900 gallons of water

2. 2000 gallon per minute pump

3. Class “A” Foam System

4. Class “B” Foam System

5. Compliment of hose and small tools
ii. Designated as the attack engine where municipal or rural water supplies exist.

1. Municipal water supply

a. If possible, drop 5” supply line at the nearest hydrant and proceed to the fire scene (forward lay).
b. May proceed to the fire scene and the second in (supply engine) will execute a reverse lay dropping a 5” supply line from the attack engine to the nearest hydrant securing a water supply for the attack engine.

i. Water supply will be supplied by either :

1. Hooking the supply line directly to the hydrant or
2. Relay water from the supply engine to the attack engine
2. Rural Water Operations (S.O.G. 10-09)
a. If possible, drop 5” supply line at the point where the supply engine will be positioned and proceed to the fire scene (forward lay).

b. May proceed to the fire scene and the second in engine will do a reverse lay dropping a 5” supply line from the attack engine to the point where the supply engine will be positioned, securing a water supply for the attack engine.

3. Engineer should turn on the Class “A” foam at a structure fire until the office in charge instructs him to turn it off.

4. Fire fighting operations should be directed by the officer in charge of the structure fire.  S.O.G. 10-02.
5. Adequate attack line(s) should be lead out from the attack engine.
6. It may also be necessary for the attack engine to supply the aerial or other devises with water.
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
