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Incident Command (Safety Officer) Responsibilities
I. Purpose:   
The purpose of this guideline is to outline the responsibilities of a Safety Officer when the presence of a Safety Officer is required at an incident.
II. Guideline:  
a. Responsibility:  Safety of all personnel and equipment

b. Radio Designation:  “Safety Officer or Safety”
c. Duties:
i. Obtain situation briefing and incident objectives from the Incident Commander
ii. Assess situation.
iii. Appoint and brief staff as needed.
iv. Identify existing and potential hazardous situations associated with the incident.
v. Keep the Incident Commander and all sector officers informed of existing and impending hazards.
vi. EXERCISE EMERGENCY AUTHORITY TO STOP AND PREVENT UNSAFE ACTS OR CONDITIONS.
1. Signal for the Emergency Evacuation when necessary.  (SOG # 50-06)
vii. Investigate accidents occurring within incident area.
viii. Survey the area for dangerous situations:
1. Utilities
a. Gas
b. Electric
c. Water
d. Sewer
2. Hazardous Materials:
a. Toxic Gases
b. Radiation
c. Pesticides
d. Chemical Agents
3. Structures:
a. Use of Elevators
b. Structural integrity (possible collapse)
4. Flooding as it relates to fire control activities
5. Rupture of vessels, tanks, or pipes
ix. Notify relief personnel of current status regarding safety conditions.
x. Maintain log of activities and other pertinent information acquired.
xi. When ordered, secure operations.
xii. Forward record of activities to Incident Commander.
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
