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Incident Command (Staging Officer) Responsibilities
I. Purpose:  
The purpose of this guideline is to outline the responsibilities of a Staging Officer when the presence of a Staging Officer is required at an incident.
II. Guideline:  
a. Responsibility:  Maintain a staging area for incoming resources and hold until directed by the Incident Commander for release to a given assignment.
b. Radio Designation:  “Staging or Staging Officer”
c. Duties:
i. Obtain briefing from the Incident Commander.
1. Staging Officer and Incident Commander should identify an appropriate location for the staging of mutual aid companies.

2. Consider assigning a radio frequency to Staging.

ii. Notify Incident Commander as resources begin to arrive in staging area.
iii. Relay orders from the Incident Commander regarding assignments to staged companies.
iv. Maintain a log as companies are staged and assigned.
1. Staging Officer should categorize incoming equipment and stage in groups (Engines, Trucks, ALS Ambulance, BLS Ambulances etc.)
v. Provide reports, upon request of the Incident Commander, of available companies in staging.
vi. Insure that all apparatus is parked in an appropriate manner, crews remain as a company and intact at their apparatus.
vii. Coordinate with Law Enforcement to block streets, intersections and other access required for staging.
viii. Indicate best direction of response and routing for responding companies and/or units to get to staging.
ix. When directed by Incident Command, release units from staging.
x. Forward logs/documentation used by the Staging Officer to the Incident Commander at the time the incident is terminated.
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
