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Handling of Non-Emergency Carbon Monoxide Responses
I. Purpose:
This Standard Operating Guideline addresses the response and handling of Non-Emergency Carbon Monoxide (CO) Detector activation.  
II. Guideline: 
The on duty EMS crew will handle incidents identified as Non-Emergency CO responses as a service to our community.   Dispatchers will refer to SOG # 30-1 making a determination whether or not the incident should be a Non Emergency response.  The crew will use the MSA Pulsar+ CO meter to monitor the building.  There is one meter in each ambulance.    
III. Procedure: 
a. The response to Non-Emergency CO Detector Activation incidents will be without light or sirens, and obeying all traffic laws.
b. In the event the building has been ventilated it prior to arrival, ask for the fire department to be paged and they will attempt to find the source.  

i. The fire department will respond without lights, sirens and obeying all traffic laws.
c. Turn on the meter verifying it is working correctly.
i. This must be done in a fresh air environment
d. Make entry into the building.  
i. If the monitor indicates CO present, greater than 10 ppm
1. Everyone (EMS Crew and occupants) should leave the building

2. Have the fire department paged out so the CO source can be identified.

ii. If  the monitor indicates no CO present, less than 10 ppm
1. Occupants of the building will be allowed to remain in it.

2. They crew must complete the “Carbon Monoxide Report” and attach a copy to the run report.
· If there is any doubt concerning the monitoring of the building, have the fire department paged out and a more in depth survey will be performed.
· A residential C.O. Detector (Loaner) will be available to leave at the residence.  Note the detector number on the Carbon Monoxide Monitoring Report and instruct the occupant that it must be returned to the Coal City Fire Protection District within a reasonable amount of time.
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
