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Emergency Evacuation
I. Purpose:  
The purpose of this policy is to establish a safe signal for notifying personnel who may need to evacuate a hazardous location.
II. Guideline:  
a. In the event that an immediate evacuation is necessary from an effected area or structure, the Coal City Fire Protection District has adopted the MABAS 15 Emergency Evacuation Signal.

b. At the direction of the Officer in Charge the following will occur.

i. Five (5) Consecutive Blasts on Air Horns of all Apparatus on the Emergency Scene.

ii. The radio microphone of the frequency used at the fire scene should also be keyed broadcasting this Evacuation Signal over the air,

c. Persons evacuated from an effected area or structure must report to the Officer in Charge, or designee, of the incident, informing this person of their evacuation.

d. In the interest of safety, we will utilize this signal in our training program, so that all personnel will become familiar with the signal in the event of its use at an emergency incident.
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
