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Pregnancy Resolution No. 99-1
WHEREAS, THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT has determined that it is in the best interest of the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT to adopt a policy for maternity leave for employees of the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT has determined that employees of the District who become pregnant may be exposed to infectious diseases and/or may be exposed to hazardous materials or be required to perform extra-strenuous activities that may lead to physical harm to the mother and child.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT:

Section 1: A pregnancy of an employee must be reported to the Fire Chief or his designate in writing as soon as the employee becomes aware of the pregnancy. A Maternity Leave of Absence will be granted, and must be taken by any Employee who becomes pregnant. An affidavit from the Employee's doctor shall be filed when such leave is arranged, and may be required by the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT in cases where an exemption to this policy on maternity leaves is requested. Such leave of absence, initially, shall not exceed a period of nine (9) months, but upon the recommendation of the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT'S Doctor may be extended for an additional period of not to exceed three (3) months.

Section 2: An employee of the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION

DISTRICT who has been granted a Maternity Leave of Absence will be excused from the normal duties, training sessions and meetings required by the personnel policies of the COAL CITY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT.

Section 3: The Secretary of the Board of Trustees shall publicly post or keep available for inspection by any interested party in the main office of this District this policy.
