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 EMS Personnel Clothing Allowance 
I. Purpose:  


To establish a regulation that addresses the clothing allowance for EMS personnel 

employed by the Coal City Fire Protection District.

II. Regulation:
a. The clothing allowance will be administered using the following guidelines
i. The allowance will be paid annually at the end of the third quarter.
ii. The amount of the allowance will be accumulated at the rate of $0.25per hour for hours worked in the previous 12 month period.
iii. The allowance will not exceed $250 annually.
iv. Employees not working enough to generate a minimum of $10.00 will not be paid as outlined above.
1. Employees in this category may be handled on a case by case basis.
b. It is the employee’s responsibility to maintain station wear in good condition making the employee’s appearance presentable to the public.
i. It is the right of the Coal City Fire Protection District’s Fire Chief, EMS Coordinator or Assistance Coordinator to require an employee to purchase new clothing in the event that current clothing becomes worn and unacceptable.
ii. In the event that an employee does not have presentable station wear they may be asked not to return to work until issue is resolved.
c. It will be the employee’s decision as to where the clothing is purchased.
d. The following are acceptable for station wear.
i. Blue shirt (Polo or Tee Shirt)
1. Coal City Fire Protection District logo over left breast (Embroidery or Silk Screen)
2. May or may not have employees name on the front.
3. The shirt should have “COAL CITY”  “FIRE/RESCUE” on the back (Embroidery or Silk Screen) FIRE/RESCUE must be under “COAL CITY” and a smaller font.
ii. Blue duty pants.
iii. Black shoes
iv. Job Shirt or Sweatshirt
1. Coal City Fire Protection District logo over left breast (Embroidery or Silk Screen)

2. May or may not have employees name on the front
e. Outer Wear 
i. Winter outer wear will be provided by the Coal City Fire Protection District.
1. EMS Winter Coat
2. EMS department coveralls
3. This gear should be left in station and neatly hung on clothing rack.
III. Exception
a. Persons doing ride time should have a blue shirt, blue pant and black shoes but do not need to comply with the regulation.
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
