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Emergency Response to Dresden Station
I. Purpose:  
The purpose of this guideline is to outline the steps that will be followed when the Coal City Fire Protection District (CCFPD) is asked to respond to Exelon’s Dresden Nuclear Power Station.  This guideline will expedite response time to the incident site within the plant boundaries as well as protect the identity of CCFPD personnel.
II. Guideline:  
a. Prior to plant entry:
i. CCFPD personnel may provide Social Security Numbers to Exelon/Dresden Security Supervision.

1. Social Security Numbers will be requested only once prior to entering the plant and will not be requested at the time of entry into the plant.
2. Social Security Numbers will only be used by Exelon/Dresden Security to clear emergency personnel for entry into the plant via the industry nationwide database.

3. Exelon/Dresden Supervision are responsible for and must maintain CCFPD personnel social security numbers in a secure location with limited access.  

a. This secure location will be subject to audit by the CCFPD Fire Chief or designee upon their request.
ii. CCFPD personnel must have a photo available to Exelon/Dresden Security and will be maintained with Social Security Numbers in the secure location.
iii. CCFPD personnel list and photos will be reviewed with Exelon/Dresden Supervision by CCFPD Fire Chief or designee on an as needed basis.
b. In the event the CCFPD receives a request for emergency assistance to Dresden Station the following will apply.
i. Staffed emergency apparatus will respond to the station, notifying Grundy County Dispatch that they are en route.

ii. Responding CCFPD personnel will use a three digit ID which will be given to the dispatcher at the time they are en route to Dresden Station.

1. This ID will be the last three digit of your department ID number (Example: Department ID - 310054 , Dresden ID – 054)
2. Do not use your entire number since it will cause unnecessary radio traffic and possible confusion.

iii. Grundy County Dispatch will:

1. Notify Exelon/Dresden Security at 815-416-2943 or 815-416-2619 that CCFPD is en route with the following information:
a. Emergency equipment (Example: 3114, 3113 etc.)
b. The Exelon/Dresden ID numbers of the responding personnel.  (Example: 054, 050 etc.)
iv. Dresden Security will:

1. Prior to the arrival of CCFPD emergency personnel, they will perform the necessary security checks and relay the findings to security at the entry gate.

2. Entry gate security will have in their possession, a photo album with CCFPD personnel’s pictures and names.

3. Upon arrival at the gate, CCFPD personnel will be asked their three digit ID and/or name.

a. Security will match the photo in the album with responding personnel as the result of CCFPD responders provide their ID and/or name to security.

b. This should clear CCFPD personnel for entry into the secured area of the plant and expedite entrance into the plant.
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
